1. Basics

In this class you will learn Classical Latin. To this end, we will focus on rules of grammar
and memorizing vocabulary, with the 15 chapters of Keller and Russel’s Learn to Read Latin as
our guide. We will attempt to meet the beginning and intermediate goals of communication,
culture, connections, comparisons, and communities, as described in the Standards for Classical
Language Learning.

Throughout the course we will consider the worlds in which Latin speakers have lived,
similarities and differences between their communities and ours, linguistics, and much, much
more!

Finally: this course covers two semesters of Latin in one. As long as we all apply
ourselves, budget our time, and stay open-minded and friendly, we should make it through
without too much pain.
